The Rev. Robert F. Houlihan, S.J. Educators Series, number 1.0, 2013

(From an article by Timothy George, (a Baptist delegate to Synod of Bishops) in Christianity Today, 2013, Jan./Feb. edition.)

The article viewed a major Catholic event, the Vatican Council, through the eyes of Protestants.

Protestant delegates to the Vatican Council made a presentation, critiqued the Church and participated in discussions. While critics have argued that the Catholic Church does not change,

Pope Benedict has contended that change has occurred in the Church and, moreover, is ongoing. This was evident in the 2012 Synod of Bishops in which fraternal, (Protestant), delegates were asked to participate by presentation, written comments, working in small group sessions and helping in the final draft of documents. In his article George stated this was a remarkable degree of openness on the part of the Catholic Church. The focus of the Synod was The New Evangelization for the transmission of the Christian Faith. Three themes evolved from the Synod.


(1) Centrality of the Bible



(a) Need to recognize the transforming power of God’s Word.



(b) Need a collaborative approach in spreading the Word throughout the world.



(c) Need to emphasize reading, studying, translating and obeying the Word of 


     God. 


(2) Jesus Christ and His saving grace characterize Christian faith.



(a) A true encounter and relationship with Jesus Christ.



(b) More than just a collection of wise sayings, teachings and codes of morality.



(c) Called for a new evangelization to combat challenges confronting Christians 


     in today’s world.


(3) The importance of religious freedom.
