VIII. Unfinished Business -
· Formation of Boy Scout Committee who would recommend structure, communication and guidelines for how an Eagle Scout Project should be reported to our Council

· Including how Pax and Council should be involved in advance of proposal being submitted to the Boy Scout Project Director and BEFORE the project is approved by the Scouts.

· Roger passed out a draft of some guidelines that our Boy Scout Committee would review and submit to Council for final approval and use
· Meeting suspended at 8:57am to hear Life Scout Alex Stanger’s report to Council on his Eagle Project idea. Alex’ Troop #700 is chartered by Pax

· Alex reported that the goal of his project, after searching the Boy Scout website for ideas and then talking with Fr. Ken, was to design and construct a pergola on church grounds (with a nice flagstone walkway and surrounding plants) that would enhance the church’s landscaping and outdoor prayer area

· Estimated cost for project is $1,800; Alex also presented a breakdown of the costs that included approximately $700 in lumber

· Alex asked Council about the chance to have the Scouts put on the next Spaghetti dinner as one of his fundraising options

· Council discussed this idea vs. also possibly piggybacking off of the June Beer and Brats, where the Scouts could have an information table about the project and seek donations

· Alex reported that he has a tight timeline to complete the project, which is by the end of this summer

· Council provided Alex with recommendations on:

· Where to possibly secure his building materials at a lower cost than Home Depot (i.e., a lumber yard where the materials could be offered at cost)

· The need to secure a permit and to act fast because of his aggressive timeline

· Other ideas for fundraising ideas (i.e., Car Wash is a good money maker)

· Council Meeting resumed at 9:32am to hear New Business

· Tom O presented idea for Council to create a new Ministry that would be aimed at helping people in need during these tough economic times

· Tom said we would need to determine if this would be via an internal Knight entity or an external entity that could offer tax deductions (like Pax)
· Tom to investigate idea further to make sure that this is not competing against something that is already in place at Pax

· Tom to report back in May with more information, guidance and structure for this idea

· The Council then made, seconded and approved the following motions for donations:
· $250 towards purchase of new helmets for AJ’s Bike Campaign, with another potential $250 to be voted on and offered in May meeting (based upon AJ’s reported need

· $425 to support John A’s idea for new bibles and rosaries for Joy Ministry
· $350 for Alex’ Eagle Scout Project, which included discussion on first making sure the project was approved by Boy Scout Project Coordinator for District 

· The Council’s Boy Scout Committee members explained that before a project can receive funding that the project would need to be approved and the proper permits pulled (where applicable)
