The Rev. Robert F. Houlihan S.J. Educators Series.

“ Let the Word go forth.” These words spoken by President John F. Kennedy in his first inaugural address continue to inspire us today. In this address, Kennedy quoted scripture and asked for God’s help to face the difficult tasks which lie ahead. Barriers had been broken. Due to prayer, courage and perseverance, a Catholic had been elected president. Kennedy understood that America was founded based on biblical truths that proclaim the dignity of man through basic rights as proclaimed in the Declaration of Independence and our Constitution. Kennedy warned that America will never stand for “the slow undoing of those human rights to which the nation has always been committed.” He also stressed that “the rights of man come not from the generosity of the state but from the hand of God.” The need for religious conviction in our country is as great as it ever has been. In this great oratory the words spoken then still resonate now and will do so into the unforeseeable future.
