XI. Lecturer – Ben Stancoti

The Rev. Robert F. Houlihan, S.J. Educators Series, number 2.0, 2013.
Father Vincent Capodanno received, posthumously, the Congressional Medal of Honor, the highest military honor that our nation can bestow on a military individual. He joined the Navy as a chaplain in 1965 and volunteered to serve with the Marines in Vietnam. Marines gave him the title “Grunt Padre” because of his participation in the field with the Marines on their various missions. On September 4, 1967 he and his unit were caught in an ambush. Although seriously wounded, Fr. Vincent continued to minister to fallen soldiers. He died, after taking 27 bullets, caring for his beloved Marines, administering spiritual aid, spiritual comfort and last rites to the seriously injured. In recognition of his selfless sacrifice, Fr. Vincent was awarded the Congressional Medal of Honor on December 27, 1967. 

Thirty years after his death, on May 21, 2006, FR. Vincent Capodanno was publically declared a “Servant of God”, the first step to canonization.

May 11, 2011 the Marine Corps Heritage Foundation honored him through the dedication of the “Sacrifice Window” in the National Museum of the Marine Corps.
