Knights throughout the world welcome our new pope, Pope Francis I, the former Cardinal Jorge Bergogolio, who has been known as a people’s representative. He has been a humble example for all in his dedication to the suffering, the poor, the destitute, those suffering from violence and for the working class people, advocating for fairness and justice. As a living example he leads a simple life, cooking his own meals, living in a small apartment, and riding public transportation. He lives to reflect the Gospel message, Love one another as He has loved us. Living in Argentina, where extreme and abject poverty exist along side extreme wealth, he challenged the wealthy of Argentina to take account of the poor and to avoid ignoring the obvious plight of those in despair. His simple message, which he manifests through his actions, is to love God completely and to love your neighbor as yourself. He defends right to life and requires that we promote social teachings of the Church. Pope Francis embraces the cross and a life marked by faith, hope and charity. He is a faithful disciple of God whose goals and objectives center in building up the Church. The Pope’s vision should be recognized by Knights in that it contains and exemplifies our own principles of charity, unity and fraternity.
