IV. Chaplain’s Report - Father Brian
Thanks to those who made the beer and brats so successful Sept. 8th.
The youth group is coming along well. Patrick is doing a good job. 46 kids attended Sunday 
night’s meeting. A lot of youth are attending the 5:00 mass. New music for the youth is being 
implemented for the celebration at the 5:00 mass, which will include guitars.
The marriage enrichment program is next weekend. This is meant for couples who wish to enrich 
their marriages, not those whose marriage is troubled.

Father Brian will be attending a stewardship conference in Dallas on September 22.

Haiti: The chapel is not yet finished. The school has 60 students, a teacher and an aide. We sent 
$6700 to help pay for these and books. 12 kids are supported by members of the Parish here at 
Pax Christi for only $100 per year. There is better communication, now between Pax Christi 
and the new priest, who has taken over the parish in Haiti. We no longer have a Haiti board 
here at Pax Christi and we will evaluate whether our relationship with the parish in Haiti 
should continue, or if it is better to choose another need in which to place our efforts and 
financial assistance for the poor.
Thanks to Jay for the great job he does providing Sunday donuts. Father would like other 
ministries in the Church to also be involved in providing and serving the donuts.

Father Colby’s Absolution; A New Brotherhood of Battle via a Shared Moment of Faith

Taken from an article by William Burton Kurtz, which appeared in I-5 Publishing 2013 Commemorative Issue; “Gettysburg: 150th Anniversary” 

 
With the shelling of Fort Sumter in April 1861, Civil War came to America. Across the Northern United States, ethnic Catholics, and in particular Irish Catholics, answered the call.  While many Catholic priests served as chaplains in the Union Army during the war, one historical notable was a Father William Corby. At the start of hostilities Father Corby was a member of the Congregation of the Holy Cross at Notre Dame, South Bend Indiana. Upon entering the chaplaincy corps, Father Corby was assigned to the famous Irish Brigade of the 88th New York Infantry Regiment.  As causalities mounted, Father Corby and his fellow Catholic chaplains made concerted efforts to serve the spiritual needs of the Catholic Union soldiers both in individual units and hospitals. Nevertheless, Corby was catapulted to historical prominence at the Battle of Gettysburg, which took place from the 1st to the 3rd of July 1863. On the second day of the battle, the Irish Brigade was ordered to take a position in the center of the Union line. Just before moving into position, Father Corby asked the unit to halt so he could administer general absolution to the men of the brigade. This selfless demonstrative act of faith was so moving that even the Protestant solders took part. “The Absolution,” as it is now known, would become one of the most historically famous and religious inspiring moments of the Civil War.  In 1864, the bishop ordered Father Corby back to Notre Dame where he would serve twice as president. And through the years, until his death in 1897, Father Corby was very active in Civil War veteran affairs.  In 1910, friends and supporters of Father Corby’s memory had a statue erected in his honor on the Gettysburg battlefield. It depicts him standing on a rock doing what he knew how to do best, which was tending to the spiritual needs of his fellow man.

Be it resolved, that annual dues for members 26 and younger shall be $12 per year.
