IV. Chaplain’s Report - Father Brian (Fr. Jim)

Central to patriotism is accountability. Three levels must be considered:


(1) Government, (2) fraternities and local organizations, and (3) families.

Moral formation of the people is the job of the Church and that formation begins within the family, which is the primary level of accountability. Politics is the realm of opinion. Government was meant to be accountable to the people. Democracy will fail if good morals are not formed. For a stable civic society to function, the state must be held accountable. The common good is foremost. We need to know what standards we must have and through local governments promote these standards. Intelligent men and women, formed in morality and well versed in politics, must hold politicians accountable to uphold the God given rights so proclaimed in our Constitution. The state relies on the people whose families have built character and value through high moral expectations and well-defined goals. Various fraternities such as the Knights of 
Columbus, The Elks Clubs, the Shriners are examples of organizations where men of similar values band together to keep each other accountable and build high standards which they have formed through the influence of their religious affiliations. Men must assert themselves to make sure, locally, that government officials are accountable in maintaining these values and standards promoted by the people and solidified through the family. Strong marriages where husband and wife strive to make each other better is the primary structure formatting values and morals which are then promoted locally through fraternities and organizations composed of men and women holding similar morals and values which are then passed on to local and national government, a government of the people, by the people, for the people. Good government begins with the first level of accountability found in the family, moves from there to fraternity and local groups and finally to government. No upper level of accountability can be allowed to usurp any function of a lower level such as the structure of marriage, the primary level of accountability.

XI. Lecturer – Ben Stancoti
The Immigration Reform Question, by Most Rev. Michael J. Sheridan

Taken from the“The BISHOP’S Voice” section of the August 2013 edition of “The Colorado Catholic Herald,” the Diocese of Colorado Springs newspaper 

“For the Lord, your God, is the….. Lord of Lords, the Great God, mighty and awesome, who has no favorites, accepts no bribes, who executes justice for the orphan and widow, and befriends the alien, feeding and clothing him. So you, too, must befriend the alien, for you were once aliens yourselves in the land of Egypt.” (Dt 10:17-19)

In his monthly editorial Bishop Sheridan argued that no one issue is more polarizing for Americans, Catholics included, then the issue of comprehensive immigration reform.  In the milieu of rancor and overheated arguments, what everyone has forgotten is that that issue is about real people, made in the image and likeness of God. People like us with hopes, dreams, families, and the desire to have peace and security. Bishop Sheridan contends that there is a place for the Church in this secular debate, and a decade of neglect concerning the problem now compels the Church to act. In 2003, bishops from both Mexico and the US collaborated on a joint letter entitled Strangers No Longer: Together on the Journey of Hope. In the letter the bishops have enunciated five principles that will help guide the Church as she navigates these stormy waters. Bishop Sheridan points out that it is important for all, but particularly people of faith, to remember them and take the following to heart:  that all people have the right to find opportunities in their own homeland, and to live a full life in dignity; that people have the right to migrate to support themselves and their families, when work disappears in their country of origin people should have the right to seek employment elsewhere; that countries have the right to control their borders; that refugees and asylum seekers should be afforded protection without incarceration, this applies specifically to people fleeing wars and persecution; and that the human dignity and human rights of undocumented migrants should be respected. The bishop ended his editorial with a clarion call for the Catholic faithful to make their voices heard, reminding us that Jesus’s family were refugees too. And not to forget that our salvation is bound up with fulfilling the call of the Lord, which means taking care of the least of our brethren.
