Dear Friends of Father Woody'’s,

This letter is dedicated to one of the founders of Franciscan Friends of the Poor/Father Woody’s Haven of

Hope, brother Jay Gould. | have put together a brief history of the beginnings of Haven of Hope and the
important role Jay played in getting us to where we are today.

In December 1998, several lay Franciscans recognized a true need for services to the homeless which were
not being addressed by any other agency in the area. The Franciscans were; Baldemar Garza, Larry Gosselin
and Jay Gould. They searched for and purchased the small house located at 707 Lipan which they began ren-
dering services to the poor. Until early 2007, this house also served as the home of the 3 friars. In this small
900 foot house, they provided showers, laundry, breakfast and lunch along with other services to the home-
less. In October 2007 a new building, Haven of Hope, opened its doors next door to 707 Lipan. Jay continued
to provide services to the homeless at the new location. He gave haircuts, served meals and was a tireless
fund raiser for the new building named in honor of Monsignor Charles Woodrich (Father Woody), champion

of the homeless. Jay served on the board of directors and until very recently, was at Father Woody’s every

Tuesday and Thursday loading up his car with extra bread and pastries to be delivered to indigent families in
Denver.

Itis with great sadness that we tell you that Jay passed away October 10th. In honor of his devotion to Father

Woody’s Haven of Hope and our homeless brothers and sisters, we are planning on adding Jay’s name to our
building. Father Woody’s Haven of Hope will now be known as; Father Woody’s Haven of Hope, Jay Gould
Center.

We invite you to attend the formal dedication of the addition of Jay’s name to the building. Please join us
Tues. November 12th at 2:00pm.

As in years past, we sincerely hope and pray that this
convention will continue to be a time when Brother Knights share our faith, our Family, our Fraternity and Friendship, as
well as, ideas and support with other Brother Knights and families throughout our Great State of Colorado.

In preparation for the upcoming convention, this letter will serve as the initial step with regard to the submission of
resolutions for consideration at the convention, as well as, a reminder of the guidelines as they pertain to the hospitality
spaces and campaigning.

The procedure for submitting a resolution for consideration at the convention can be _found in the Colorado State Council
By-Laws, Article XIV-Miscellaneous, Section 3 which states:

Section 3: All resolutions submitted for the consideration of the Annual State Convention shall be in the hands of
the State Advocate at least SIXTY DAYS prior to the State Convention including those submitted by the
subordinate councils and those submitted by the Elected State Officers. (Said Resolutions, submitted by a
subordinate council shall be submitted over the signatures of the Grand Knight and the Recording Secretary of the
submitting council, showing date of first reading and the date of second reading and passage by the council.
Resolutions will be distributed by the State Advocate through the US Mail postmarked not less than thirty days
prior to the opening of the convention.)

Resolutions must be submitted and in the hands of the State Advocate, for consideration at the annual convention, on or
before FEBRUARY 22nd, 2014. A soft copy (electronic) of the resolution should be provided in addition to the original
resolution.

As a reminder, Hospitality spaces WILL NOT open during business sessions, Masses, the banquet and during breaks in
the business meetings or any other OFFICIAL Jfunctions of the Convention. Any give-away items are to be handed out in
hospitality areas and NOT on the convention floor or during business sessions.

Any signs to be utilized for campaigning are not to exceed 2 FOOT. SQUARE and the hosting candidate, district or
council are limited 1o having three posted in the hospitality spaces and cannot contain the word “VOTE” in sign’s
verbiage.

The Definition of a campaign sign is any sign that can be interpreted to solicit support for a candidate, council or issue.
Additionally, due to legal concerns, the use of any pins or tags containing the Knights of Columbus symbol is not
permitted and is addressed by the Supreme By-Laws, section 162, and part 23, Appeals for Political Support, found on
page 69.
