Chaplain’s Message – Fr. Ken Przybyla

Friday, June 29th was the feast of the apostles Peter and Paul.  Since the middle of the third century this day was set aside to honor these men. They were put to death during the persecution under Nero.  Peter and Paul are frequently linked together in liturgy, art and preaching.  They seem so different from each other yet the ministry of both of them has become a foundation for our church.

Peter represents the institutional dimension.  He is one in the boat (the church) mending the nets to prepare to catch.  Then he will draw the fish into the boat.  Paul represents the missionary side of the church.  He traveled and spoke to people who had never heard about Jesus.  Then he founded small communities of faith and traveled to another place.  The ministry of the church is not one or the other.  It is both.  As Knights of Columbus we are members of a large institution.  In 1882, we were founded to provide protection of the families of its members.  The institution provided strength and security.  We are more than an institution.  Each Knight is a disciple and witness of the risen Lord.  By word and example, we are called to share our faith with others.  Every charitable deed is a wonderful witness of faith.  These deeds can inspire others to join our church and become a member of our council.  Our words and actions always give a message.  If the message is positive or negative depends on each of us.  We are called to minister in different ways.  Like Peter and Paul, we must work together for the glory of God and the good of all.

Mentoring Program: Jim Holton

We are still working on the Mentoring Program which will take effect in August.   The Mentor is to assist the newer member to become more familiar and active in the Knights of Columbus. There are (2) open positions for which the council is looking for volunteers: church and community directors.  The service programs are a great way to get involved in areas that perhaps you may have been interested but have not had the opportunity to participate.  The director’s role is to seek assistance in their assigned area and appoint committee chairmen to coordinate events.  It is an excellent way to contribute your abilities, talents, and expertise, and to voice any activities/local needs you would like to address.  The director’s primary responsibility is to coordinate an activity or project and report the accomplishments to the Deputy Grand Knight.

Some activities may be repeated from last fraternal year or previous years.  Please consider getting involved at least with one activity from one of the programs.  If every Brother Knight in the council just helped out with one event, our parish community and council would benefit tremendously.  If you are interested, please let me know.  Ideas for activities in each of the programs will be identified during our council’s planning meetings and will be published in the monthly newsletter.  Here is a brief summary of each program and examples of activities that could be implemented in our council.

Church

This program is intended to spread the word throughout the christian community.  This program enables the KC to set an example as an ideal Catholic to the parish community.  Examples of activities include: inviting non-Catholics to tour the church and explain the sacraments; organizing study groups on the role of the laity (such as Pope John Paul II: “christifidelis laici” that can be purchased from the Daughters of St Paul in Boston, MA); viewing Catholic videos; conducting bible readings and discussions and keeping Christ in Christmas activities.

Community

This program is intended to look for something that’s needed in our local community, such as aiding individuals with mental retardation, sponsoring blood pressure screenings or blood drives, supporting law enforcement, pro-life activities, Columbus Day events, and helping the aged.

Council

This program involves keeping the council’s membership accurately and constantly informed of current and future events, letting people know what good work the council does, and public relations events.  Examples include: developing a detailed council web page, special occasion broadcasts and telecasts, setting up displays on council events and contests, personalized council stationary, sponsoring athletic events, and group outings.

Family

This program is intended to establish programs that aid in rebuilding family spirit, strengthening family life, and nourishing home life.  Examples include: marriage encounters, communion breakfasts, marriage vow renewals, adopting needy families, family outings (such as picnics, ballgames, and ladies night outs), baby-sitting, scholarships to children, and celebrating National Family Week (Nov. 18-24, 2001).

Youth

This program is intended to help mold the youth of today into influential citizens of tomorrow, such as promoting the Boy Scouts of America, combating drug and alcohol abuse, or Columbia Squires Circle.  Examples include: essay contests, scholarships, free-throw basketball championship, 4-H Club, poster contest on substance abuse, holding receptions for graduates, and sponsoring parties for young people with themes (such as pizza party, roller skating, bowling, etc.).
